ii. education in another country where English is recognized as an official language of instruction

iii. education at a recognized school or institution which uses English as the primary language of instruction
b. Successful completion of the equivalent of three years of full-time instruction in a school or institution in Canada where
primary or official language of instruction was not English, but where the level of English proficiency required for graduation
is equivalent to that in English language secondary schools or post-secondary institutions in Canada

c. Completion of English Language Arts 10-1 or equivalent with a minimum grade of 60%

d. Language Requirement

i. IELTS minimum score of 6.0 overall, with at least 5.5 on each band score and no more than 1 category under 6.0
